Display board 2. 
What is the Americans with Disabilities Act Transition Plan process?
The City of Burien Americans with Disabilities Act Transition Plan guides the city’s work to bring existing right-of-way facilities into compliance with Americans with Disabilities Act standards.
The Americans with Disabilities Act Transition Plan does not attempt to inventory all Americans with Disabilities Act deficiencies citywide. Rather, plan updates complete a full inventory of selected priority geographic areas within the city and removes identified barriers.
An incremental approach better utilizes Burien’s limited resources, balancing community needs with
funding realities.
Feedback received at this meeting will guide the development of the plan update. Ongoing updates, every three to five years, will consider the next round of priority areas for barrier inventory and removal.
High priority barriers will be addressed through the Americans with Disabilities Act Barrier Mitigation Program.
Lower priority barriers will be addressed by including the improvements in the city’s other capital projects.

2015 Americans with Disabilities Act Transition Plan and improvements
The first Americans with Disabilities Act Transition Plan published in 2015 described pedestrian facility needs in the city and outlined the recommended procedures for implementing improvements to provide a compliant system of curb ramps, pedestrian signals, and sidewalks.
The original plan identified the Town Center, portions of Ambaum Boulevard and South/Southwest 156th Street as priority areas.
The plan included detailed barrier inventories, cost estimates and plans for these areas.
Repairs were designed in 2015 and are now completed or under construction for the following:
Curb ramps.
Slip-resistant vault lid treatments.
Accessible pedestrian push buttons.

Priority facilities for barrier inventory.
Once priority geographies are identified, these are the six types of pedestrian facilities found within the City of Burien that will be evaluated using barrier evaluation criteria:
